Post Study Work Permit

Canada is encouraging International students to stay back after their studies. The new work permit
program states that international students who have studies for 2 years can obtain an open work
permit with no restriction on the type of employment and no requirement for a job offer up to 2-3
years. Students who study a one year program are eligible for a one year work permit.

International Students are allowed to work up to 20 hrs per week. They can earn 12$ to 15 $ per
hour. Student can work full time during vacation.
